— Some interesting facts relating to Town Bylaws =
o You are allowed up to 5 bags of garbage for Thursday pickup. Tags for extra bags are available at the
Town office for $1.00. Did you know that throwing trash into Commercial Bins costs that business
money.
. It is illegal to dump grass clippings & other yard waste in the ditches along the county roads—
compost (only) bins are provided for you west of the golf course.
. Dumping liquids or substances into the Town Storm Sewers via the catch basins at the curbs is
harmful to our water system.
. Golf Carts & Quads (& Snowmobiles in the Winter) require permits to be driven in town. Permits
cost $10.00/vehicle/year.
. That it is illegal to turn ACROSS the solid yellow line on main street to park on the opposite side of
the street
. Trailers of any kind are allowed to be parked on the street for 48 hours only and there are
limitations as to the length of the trailer.
o Remember to park your vehicle WITH the traffic on the street. Parking the WRONG way is illegal.
(pursuant to the Alberta Traffic Act)
. That EVERY dog in the Town of Sedgewick must be licensed and be on a leash when out of their
yard AT ALL TIMES.
. There are building requirements for decks, fences, sheds, basement finish; etc. - if you don’t
know if you need a permit, just call and ask.
